The Technology Center is fur-
nished with several laptop com-
puters in addition to Mac and 
Windows desktop systems. A new, 
large screen TV and support-
ing sound equipment have been 
acquired for Zoom and in-house 
video presentations.

All our computers are loaded 
with up-to-date software and are 
connected to printers and other 
devices through a secure, high 
speed network managed by the 
resource center. 

Both color and black and white 
printers are provided. A minimal 
charge is collected for printing, 
based on the number of pages  
processed. Users can also take ad-
vantage of scanners, headphones 
and other digital devices.E
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Tech offers classes and clinics to help 
residents make the most of digital 
equipment and software applications.
As part of that effort, we collaborate 
with national and local professional 
groups that provide support and train-
ing in a range of related fields. 
Most of our educational events  
are provided as Zoom programs  
that can be streamed to your home 
computer. Some smaller, in-person 
clinics are offered in the Center.
We are looking for innovative ways 
to provide more training in the use of 
digital tools. These more complex proj-
ects require participation by dedicated 
residents willing to donate their time 
and expertise. The availability of such  
volunteers will determine how much 
we can expand educational programs.

LeisureWorld Tech is a self-sustain-
ing organization that receives all 
its funding from donations. Most 
of our equipment was purchased 
through grants from the Leisure 
World Foundation. Donations are 
welcome and tax exempt.
The Technology Resource Center 
operates through the generosity of 
volunteers who serve as monitors, 
maintenance technicians, educators 
and board members. 
We need more volunteers to keep 
the Resource Center open during 
designated hours, to serve on our 
board and to provide training and 
education to our community.
